REGULAR SESSION:
	At 11:00 a.m. the Bridgeport Development Authority met in the Conference Room of the Bridgeport Municipal Complex at 515 West Main Street.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
	Minutes of the May 12, 2015 regular meeting were unanimously approved as amended on a motion by Mayor Robert L. Greer; seconded by Member Drew Pomeroy. Amendment: Drew Pomeroy listed as making the motion and the second for the adjournment. Second was changed to Bridget Furbee.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Economic Development Update
a. White Oaks –McFly Outdoor should be open in the next week. A hair salon should be open in the retail strip soon. Under construction is the Hawthorne Suites and should be open by early fall. The Dominion building is starting final trim work and looks phenomenal. The earthwork going into Phase II has begun. Trees are starting to come down and they are making the cuts. Clear Mountain Bank is in the Percheron Building.
b. UHC-Spine Center is doing well. 
c. The Market-Dave Biafore is still doing earthwork and site work. He hopes to have something to the City to consider soon. It will be accessed off of Jerry Dove Drive (279).
d. Site Work for Phase II at Crystal Ridge is being done and they may be able to open four lots this fall. It will be 65 lots and will more than likely start in the spring. The developers are out of Morgantown. Home owners can choose to use them or another developer. The developer is hoping for a 50/50 mix.
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e. The 96 unit apartment complex (Lodgeville Estates) is still working on financing and the city has received plans. Should be starting this fall.
f. Ulta will be 20,000 sq. ft. and will be taking three spots at the mall.
g. The airport finished their façade improvements. They have already hit 10,000 enplanements for the year.
h. The city is filled with hotels.
i. Shop-N-Save is doing core drillings and they will break ground in August with a spring 2016 open.
j. Stonebridge Apartments will be 24 units. They were hoping to be leasing in July, but will lease in August. There are 23 out of 24 apartments rented already.

2.   Consider approving application for CityNet Loan of FTTH project.
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Drew Pomeroy recused himself from discussion and voting on this agenda item.
b. Mayor Greer stated that the application was submitted last month. The application will be on the WVEDA agenda on July 16. The approval of CityNet’s application will be the first step to approval.
c. City Attorney Dean Ramsey said that we have the application of CityNet to the Development Authority. He stated that Executive Session is necessary for advanced construction planning and to discuss matters involving development & proprietary information. Mayor Robert L. Greer made the motion to enter into executive session at 12:03 pm; motion was seconded by Member Jeff Smell. 
d. Member Jeff Smell made a motion to return to regular session at 12:30 pm; motion was seconded by Member Tom Bush and unanimously approved. No action was taken while in executive session.
e. Member Bridget Furbee made a motion to approve application of CityNet subject to WVEDA approval ($3 million) and subject to satisfactory bank financing ($2 million) from private bank, with terms and conditions acceptable to the Bridgeport Development Authority’s sole discretion; motion was seconded by Member Jeff Smell and unanimously approved.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

· Member Bridget Furbee asked about the time of the BDA Meetings. Randy Spellman said that we can meet at any time the board wants to meet. President John Stogran said that mid-day is tough for him and 4:30 pm works too. Randy Spellman suggested 7:30 am and that works for some. Randy Spellman asked everyone to email City Clerk Andrea Kerr and let her know what works with everyone’s schedule.
